Unit Succession Plan

Does your unit have a Succession Plan?  This is where leaders 

spend a specific amount of time in their position, and then move 

on.  They can move up in the unit.  Or, they can move out.   

Or, worse yet, there is some sort of emergency where the leader 

in a position suddenly is gone.  What then?? 

Your unit should have a Unit Succession Plan in place.  This plan 

will identify all of the leadership positions, have well-defined 

responsibilites for that position, how long an individual serves in 

that position, and how new leaders are moved into that position. 

If you don’t have a plan, NOW is the time to make one.  If you 

need help, be sure to reach out to your Unit Commissioner.  

He/She will be able to come in and offer great advice.

Greetings, North Star Scouters!! 

This past month at the District 
Committee and District 
Commissioners meetings, I 

introduced the unit key 3 concept.  
This concept has been piloted and later 

adopted as the B{!Ωǎ ŀǇǇǊƻǾŜŘ ōŜǎǘ ƳŜǘƘƻŘ ǎǘǊŀǘŜƎȅ ǘƻ ƘŜƭǇ 
units become and sustain themselves as a high performing 
unit. So what is the unit key 3? In the BSA terminology it is the 
top leadership at each level, the council key 3 is the council 
president, council commissioner and the scout executive. The 
district key 3 is the district chairman, district commissioner 
and district executive. The unit Key 3 comprises the unit 
committee chair, the unit leader, and the chartered 
organization representative. The unit commissioner serves as 
an advisor to that group. With a new unit, the unit 
commissioner will meet with the unit Key 3 each month and 
provide guidance and district resources when needed. In a 
tenured unit, the unit commissioner might join the Key 3 less 
often.   

The unit Key 3 concept has several advantages: 

1. The unit Key 3 is designed to meet monthly in between 
the monthly unit committee meetings. 

2. In addition, it is obvious that a smaller group is easier to 
schedule and work with when doing research, problem 
solving, or reviewing JTE progress or Voice of the Scout 
feedback. 

3. The regular committee meetings are still needed, but the 
unit Key 3 can take some of the burden off those 
committee meetings so that more can be accomplished 
in a shorter time. And today, time is a precious element 
and a factor in volunteer participation. 

4. Efficiency is important, but probably the biggest 
advantage to using a unit Key 3 is the strengthening of the 
relationship between the chartered organization and the 
unit. With the chartered organization representative a

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Comments From Our District Chairman 

Greetings Scouters!! 

Reflections from our Council Key 3 Meeting 

This past weekend all of the Heart of 
America Council, key 3 teams  (District 
Chairman, District Commissioner, and 
District Director / Executives) came 
together to discuss, our past, present and 
future of Scouting in Kansas City. 

The first portion of the program was our 
past.  We all spent time reflecting on this past year and in 
some cases back to 2010.  The harsh reality of scouting was 
ever present, and our biggest challenge was front and center; 
HOAC has experienced a 10.4% loss in membership since 
2010.  Our membership has been declining each year since 
2010, with the largest drop in 2013.  We spent some time in 
brainstorming how we change our approach and how we 
work around some of our challenges with access to schools.  
There was no one way to solve all the challenges.  But, the 
common theme that was present was the year round 
approach to recruiting and retention.  Even if we do a fantastic 
job of recruiting new scouts, we must retain those scouts that 
we already have.  One without the other does not solve our 
membership problems.  We also need to focus on 
underserved areas of our district.  There are areas in our 
district where we have less than 7% of our total  available 
youth active in Scouting, while other areas are well over 30%.  
We need to tactically look at the underserved areas for new 
units, or at a minimum, strengthen our units in those areas.   

Our next area for improvement is in total finance; how can we 
do a better job of meeting the financial needs of our Council 
to provide quality programs and quality camping  experiences 
for all our youth.  We did spend quite a bit of time talking 
about Popcorn sales.  Our District is missing a great 
opportunity as our popcorn sales have dropped every year 
since 2010.   Many of our units have simply opted out of fund

fees, not knowing if their scout will stay in the program.  
Popcorn sales of less than $500 per scout can dramatically 
change the cost of  delivering a high quality program.  Besides 
helping cover the cost of your individual unit, it helps our 
Council as well because 1/3 is the cost of the product, 1/3 goes 
to Council and 1/3 goes to our units that sell the popcorn. 

As our units focus on the Ideal Year of Scouting (IYOS), now is 
the time to plan on our budgets and plan for popcorn and 
fundraising.  IǘΩǎ ŎǊƛǘical to our future.  The IYOS is fundamental 
to delivering a great program to our scouts.  IǘΩǎ ŀ ǊƻŀŘƳŀǇ ǘƻ

Scouting by Hosting an International 

Scouter This Summer 

Camps Bartle and Naish will again be hosting International 

Scouts as members of their Camp Staffs during the 2014 

camping season.  Camp Naish will have two Scouts and the 

Bartle Reservation will have three, one for each of the main 

camps.  Key to a successful experience for these Scouts who 

will come to the Heart of America Council from all over the 

world will be caring host families.   

Host families are the critical link between the camp 

experience and the Scouts' American life experience.  In 

simplest terms, a host family treats an International Scout as 

they would if one of their own sons is on the camp staff.   

The first responsibility is to be able to meet a Scout on his 

or her arrival in Kansas City.  The Scout may then spend a 

day or two at the host's home.  The host must be able to 

provide a private bedroom and accessible bath when the 

Scout stays in the host home.  

The second requirement is to be able to provide 

transportation to and from the respective camp, at the start 

of the camp, and at the end of camp.  During the season, at 

Camp Bartle the Scouts get one weekend off in early July 

and the host family would again need to pick up the Scout 

and return him to camp on time.  For Camp Naish, the time-

off dates will vary according to the program, but many 

weeks the time off is mid-week, requiring a trip to and from 

camp during the week.  Often the American camp staff will 

invite the visiting Scout to their homes instead. 

Third, after the camping season is over, the visiting Scouts 

often stay for several days,  A host family can use that time 

to provide tours of Kansas City and the surrounding area, an 

introduction to American home life, and attend events in the 

area.  Last year, for example, one of the visiting Scouts 

toured the World War I museum, the Jazz District and Gates 

Bar-B-Que, saw two Sporting KC matches, toured the 

Kansas Capitol and even met Kansas Governor Brownback.  

Does this sound like a fun and interesting way to become 

friends with an International Scout and to open the door to 

the world of Scouting for our Scouts at camp?  Please 

volunteer to be a host family.

After the Blue and Gold Banquet, 

many units face the challenge of 

keeping Cub Scout families 

interested and engaged, 

particularly as spring sports 

begin. The Pack and Den focus 

has been on rank advancement 

up to that point.  But, once 

badges are earned and 

presented, some leaders 

wonder what to do next. There 

will always be a few boys who 

still need to complete requirements 

after the Blue and Gold.  But, for those who have finished 

their rank, there are many options that can lead to further 

recognitions and fun.  

In the fall, have your Cub Scouts begin working on some 

awards at the pack level that you do not plan to complete 

until after the Blue and Gold banquet. If your families know 

about the plans, the award programs can provide the “hook” 

that will keep Scouts and parents involved through the 

spring and summer.  Because these programs will be in 

addition to rank advancement, scheduling can be more 

flexible – and you can avoid conflicts with baseball and 

other spring sports.  Furthermore, you will have some 

meaningful awards to hand out at the end of summer, just in 

time for fall recruiting.  

Councils and districts can also run events that help units 

deliver awards throughout the spring; such as bowl-a-thons, 

clean-up days, belt loop midways, religious emblem 

workshops, and Cub Scout family camping adventures.  

They can also make it easy for units and families to 

participate by showcasing Cub Scout opportunities on the 

council website, making sure that unit leaders know that this

such an important part of my volunteer 
experience that I became a Leave No Trace 
(LNT) Trainer, Master Educator, and Tread 
Lightly! Trainer.  Becoming a LNT trainer 
required a minimum of 16 hours of 
outdoor ethic training, and in my case the 
title of Master Educator was only awarded 

after five days of training that included a backpacking excursion.  
But, remember, there are training opportunities for other high 
adventure interests.  Later, when Tread Lightly! became a focus 
within the Scouting program, I signed up for Tread Lightly! 
training.  Because outdoor ethics is so important to Scouting, 
more than half of the Venturers in my unit are LNT Trainers, and 
all have receive awareness training.  

Now that we have all the boring credentials out of the way, let 
me briefly explain why I think training for outdoor ethics is 
ƛƳǇƻǊǘŀƴǘ ƛƴ {ŎƻǳǘƛƴƎΦ  tƭǳǎΣ LΩƭƭ ŜȄǇƭŀƛƴ ǘƘŜ ŘƛŦŦŜǊŜƴŎŜ ōŜǘǿŜŜƴ 
the two outdoor ethic programs.  Last, we will explore the 
differences between awareness and being trained.  After 
chatting with the folks at the Scout Shop, I learned that there 
seems to be some confusion about the LNT Trainer position 
within units.  

First of all, LNT and Tread Lightly! are independent 
organizations.  Anybody who works hard and earns a title is 
nationally trained.  LNT is internationally recognized.  That 
means the training can be added to a resume.  If you have a 
Scout interested in working for a parks service or other outdoor 
agency this could be very beneficial.  Even if the Scout has no 
interest in outdoor ethic fields, the training provides other 
ƻǇǇƻǊǘǳƴƛǘƛŜǎ ƛƴ ǘƻŘŀȅΩǎ Ǝƭƻōŀƭ ƳŀǊƪŜǘ ǎǳŎƘ ŀǎ ƴŜǘǿƻǊƪƛƴƎ ŀƴŘ 
public speaking. 

Also, becoming trained in outdoor ethics can enhancŜ ŀ {ŎƻǳǘΩǎ 
experience in the program.  During my trainings, I learned which 
gear was best for specific activities, how to prepare for worst 
case scenarios, the best ways to teach others how to enjoy the 
outdoors, and much more.  I also traveled to several councils 
and met outdoor enthusiasts from across the country.  All of 
which prepared me for two treks in Philmont.   

Second, LNT and Tread Lightly! promote similar messages, but 
with polar opposite focuses.  Leave No Trace focuses on 
manpowered activities such as backpacking, canoeing, 
geocaching, skiing, etc.  While Tread Lightly! focuses on motor 
ǇƻǿŜǊŜŘ ŀŎǘƛǾƛǘƛŜǎ ǎǳŎƘ ŀǎ !¢±ΩǎΣ ŘƛǊǘ ōƛƪƛƴƎΣ ōƻŀǘƛƴƎΣ 
snowmobiling, four wheeling, etc., they sometimes overlap 
with their outdoor focus of horseback riding, mountain biking, 
ƘǳƴǘƛƴƎΣ ŜǘŎΦ  ¢ƘŜȅ ŀōǎƻƭǳǘŜƭȅ ǇǊƻƳƻǘŜ ƻƴŜ ŀƴƻǘƘŜǊΩǎ ǇǊƻƎǊŀƳǎ 
and encourage ethics education no matter the type of outdoor 
activity. 

Third, despite the training opportunities many of our LNT 
Trainers and Master Educators provide there is still confusion 
about the program within scouting.  For example, in order to 
wear the Leave No Trace position patch, the Scout must be at 
ƭŜŀǎǘ мпΣ ŀƴŘ ƘŀǾŜ ŀǘǘŜƴŘŜŘ ǘƘŜ мс ƘƻǳǊ [b¢ ¢ǊŀƛƴŜǊΩǎ ŎƻǳǊǎŜ 
taught by a Master Educator.  As per the 2011 BSA Annual 
Outdoor Ethics Conference, many Master Educators now 
include the Tread Lightly! 101 Online Awareness Course.  
Unfortunately, the last time I visited the scout shop I learned 
that some leaders still think a short awareness course is all that 
is needed to earn the position patch ς which is not true.

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Tour Plans 

Tour permits, Tour Plans and Tour and Activity Plans – 

what’s the difference, when do I need one and how do I get 

it? 

Tour Permits evolved into Tour Plans and then into Tour 

and Activity plans over the course of the past few years.  

Simply put, this evolution has gone from, in essence, getting 

a license (or PERMIT) to take a tour to documenting your 

PLAN for your unit’s tour. 

Any unit tour, campout or trip requires leaders that are 

currently Youth Protection trained and at least one leader 

needs to have current Weather Hazards training.  Both are 

available online in your myscouting.org account.  

Generally, a unit needs a documented Tour and Activity 

Plan if the unit activity takes them outside the Council 

boundaries of the Heart of America Council, or the activity 

requires specialized training – such as aquatics, shooting, 

climbing, etc.  Orientation flights require additional 

paperwork. 

Currently, Tour and Activity Plans are completed entirely 

online on behalf of a unit by an individual leader registered 

in that unit.  The completed Tour and Activity Plan goes 

directly into a national data base, so please use the current 

methodology and not the former paper versions of the 

documents.  The leader should log into their personal 

myscouting.org account and make sure that their BSA ID 

number and the council name appears in their profile by 

clicking on “Update my Profile”.  If it is there, all is well; if 

not, you should enter the BSA ID number from your unit 

charter and the name of the council.  The Tour and Activity 

Plan link is the last item under “Unit Tools” on the menu on 

the left side of the page.  Click on the link, read the FAQ’s 

and start your tour and activity plan.  Approval signatures 

are not required in the online version as the email that you 

get back upon submission also goes to the Chartered 

Organization Representative, Committee Chair and Unit 

Leader as a notification that the plan has been submitted. 

You will not get an approval email back; you will get the 

email confirming that the tour and activity plan has been 

submitted.  You will be reminded that there may be items 

identified requiring follow up prior to the tour – those are 

generally marked in red or yellow.  You can edit the tour 

and activity plan at any time prior to the tour and a paper 

copy should always be retained.  High adventure bases 

should get a digital copy of the plan, but you should take a 

hard copy as well. 

If you have difficulties, please call the council office – 942-

9333. Have a great and safe trip! 

DEN CHIEF Training 

Please get your Den Chiefs trained in order to deliver the 

best program possible.  In addition, those Den Chiefs 

wanting to qualify for the new Mic-O-Say Den Chief coup 

will need to be trained.  This rule went into effect June, 

2013. 

The online Den Chief training qualifies for the coup and is 

a quick and easy way to get this accomplished.  This can be 

found at 

http://www.scouting.org/Training/Youth/DenChiefTraining.as
px  

We are planning to offer a classroom style course as well 

this fall, but this online course will be a prerequisite.  Please 

be sure to have your Den Chief complete the certificate and 

print it for your records and his.  You can print the certificate 

only at the time he takes the course as it does not seem to be 

recoverable from a myscouting.org type account.
