As most of you are well aware, 2011 marked the beginning of a new century of 
Scouting. While our organization has experienced many changes over the past 100 
years, the founding principles remain true. We must continue to instill ideals like 
service, character, and citizenship into the lives of our young people. Most importantly, 
we must take the time to share the Scouting story with our neighbors, colleagues, 
and friends. Noted humorist, Will Rogers once said, “The only problem with the Boy 
Scouts is that there aren’t enough of them!” 

Scouting continues to be a relevant program across the country and even more so in 
the Heart of America Council. This past year, Scouts in our council displayed a duty 
to their communities by providing more than 139,202 hours of service. From projects 
like tree planting to blood drives to park clean-ups, Scouts made their neighborhoods 
a better place to live. Our Scouts also jumped into action in the aftermath of a deadly 
tornado that decimated the Joplin community in May 2011. More than 100 Scouts, 
leaders, and staff from the Heart of America Council aided in clearing debris from the 
tornado ravaged town. Imagine how many lives were bettered just because our Scouts 
practiced the Scout Slogan, “Do a Good Turn Daily.”

Having fun outdoors is another staple of the Scouting program. More than 15,000 
of our Cub Scouts, Boy Scouts, and Venturers participated in a summer camping 
adventure. With over 4,000 acres comprising our two renowned camping facilities, the 
H. Roe Bartle and Theodore Naish Scout Reservations, thousands of adults and youth 
experienced an unforgettable summer with positive memories to last a lifetime. 

Scouts also learned the value and importance of setting a goal and then achieving it. 
More than 750 young men achieved the rank of Eagle, Scouting’s highest honor, while 
19,538 Cub Scouts and Boy Scouts advanced in rank.

There is no doubt the real reason the Scouting program is the largest youth serving 
agency in the greater Kansas City area is because of the more than 15,000 registered 
adult leaders who give of their time and talent every week to teach the values, leader-
ship skills, and good citizenship that the Boy Scouts do so well.
